Spanish Novels
TOP TIP: Don’t look up every word you are not sure of when reading an article/ book

Yes... you read that right. When you are reading articles etc, try not to look up every word as it will
take you forever. Skim and scan the text to get the gist. Remember to use the context or the article,
cognates and common sense to figure out what the article is saying. Pick out a couple of words that
you like the look of, that you feel may be real hurdles to getting the idea of the text, look them up
carefully and add them to your vocab list. The aim at this stage is to get the gist of the article, not be
able to translate it completely. Translation is a whole different ball game and you will learn it soon
enough.

You will be surprised how much more enjoyable reading will be if you really pay attention to this tip.

Kindle

Download books to a Kindle. If you also download a Spanish/English dictionary, when you select a
word you don’t understand, you will get an instant translation of the word. This will allow you to
read more difficult text with greater ease. It will also help you to increase your vocabulary.
